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PREEDOM DAY
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Honoring Juneteenth & Opal Lee

Juneteenth, celebrated on June 19th, commemorates the emancipation of
enslaved people in the United States and stands as a powerful reminder of
resilience, freedom, and the ongoing fight for justice. It is a time to reflect on our
nation’s history and honor the strength of Black communities, history and culture.

We also recognize the extraordinary efforts of Opal Lee, known as the
“Grandmother of Juneteenth.” At 89, she walked from Texas to Washington,
D.C., to advocate for Juneteenth to become a federal holiday - a goal realized in
2021. Her lifelong dedication to justice reminds us that history is shaped by those
who persist in the face of adversity.

Art of Remembrance: The Woman Behind the Vietham
Women’s Memorial - Glenna Goodacre

Glenna Goodacre, the designer and sculptor of the
Vietnam Women’s Memorial, was an internationally
acclaimed artist known for her emotionally resonant
bronze work. Best known for this memorial -
installed in 1993 - it was entirely ‘woman made'
emphasizing its interactive design “in the round.”
The memorial honors the nearly 11,000 women -
primarily nurses - who served in Vietham.

Although Goodacre later won the national
competition to design the Sacagawea dollar coin in




1999, it was the Vietham Women’s Memorial that
first brought her national acclaim. Originally from
Lubbock, TX, she lived in Boulder, CO for a time
and studied sculpting and casting with various
artists in Loveland, CO. From 1983 until her death
in 2020, she lived and worked in Santa Fe, NM.

Goodacre described the piece as "a monument for
the living," capturing the compassion, fatigue, and
unwavering dedication of women in wartime. The
figures - one cradling a wounded soldier, another
searching the sky, and a third (not shown in this
image) kneeling anguish - reflect not just the
physical toll, but the emotional weight carried by
those who served.

Stormé Delarverie was a trailblazing
entertainer and civil rights icon whose
resistance at the Stonewall uprising
helped ignite the modern LGBTQ+
rights movement.

She was a longtime community
protector, and was known as “the
Rosa Parks of the gay community”
and spent decades performing,
hosting, and safeguarding the
LGBTQ+ community in New York’s
Village.
